CLEAR ZONE AND SETBACK NOTES

1.  FLAG ALL PLANTING LOCATIONS AND OBTAIN FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER APPROVAL PRIOR TO PLANTING.

    PLANTING LOCATIONS MAY BE FIELD ADJUSTED BY THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER PRIOR TO PLANTING.

    ANY VEGETATION PLANTED PRIOR TO APPROVAL BY THE DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER IS SUBJECT TO RELOCATION 

    AT THE CONTRACTOR’S EXPENSE.

 

2.  MINIMUM GRADE FOR ALL PLANTS IS FLORIDA NO. 1 OR BETTER AS DESCRIBED IN "GRADES AND STANDARDS FOR 

    NURSERY PLANTS", SECOND EDITION WITH MAY 2005 UPDATES, STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE 

    AND CONSUMER SERVICES, DIVISION OF PLANT INDUSTRY. 

 

3.  ALL PLANT MATERIAL SHALL BE INSPECTED AND APPROVED BY THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER AT THE 

    GROWING SITE, NURSERY OR HANDLING AREA DESIGNATED FOR THE PROJECT. ONLY PLANT MATERIAL THAT IS 

    FLORIDA NO. 1 OR BETTER, AS CERTIFIED BY THE GROWER, SHALL BE PRESENTED FOR INSPECTION. NO 

    SUBSTITUTION OF SPECIFIED PLANT MATERIALS WILL BE ALLOWED.

    

4.  CONTAINER SIZE IS TO BE AS SPECIFIED. A MINIMUM OF 80% OF THE CONTAINER ROOT BALL MUST BE BOUND 

    BY THE ROOT SYSTEM. ENCIRCLING OR "RING" ROOTS ARE PROHIBITED. 

 

5.  THE ESTABLISHMENT PERIOD FOR WATERING AND MAINTENANCE BY THE CONTRACTOR IS 365 DAYS AND SHALL 

    INCLUDE ALL PLANTS WITHIN THE LIMITS OF CONSTRUCTION. PLANT MATERIAL SHALL REMAIN IN FLORIDA 

    NO. 1 CONDITION FOR THE ENTIRE 365 DAY ESTABLISHMENT PERIOD.  

 

    THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REQUEST AN INSPECTION AT THE END OF THE 365 DAY ESTABLISHMENT PERIOD. ALL 

    PLANT MATERIAL SHALL HAVE A 100% SUCCESS RATE AT THE END OF ESTABLISHMENT PERIOD INSPECTION. A 

    REPRESENTATIVE FROM THE MAINTAINING AGENCY AND THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER SHALL BE IN 

    ATTENDANCE AT THE END OF ESTABLISHMENT PERIOD INSPECTION. MAINTENANCE OF THE COMPLETED LANDSCAPE 

    SHALL BE TRANSFERRED TO THE MAINTAINING AGENCY AFTER FINAL FDOT ACCEPTANCE OF THE PROJECT.

 

6.  LANDSCAPE MATERIAL AND ASSOCIATED DEVICES SHALL BE ADJUSTED IN THE FIELD TO AVOID CONFLICTS WITH 

    ALL PROPOSED OR EXISTING TO REMAIN UNDERGROUND,SURFACE OR OVERHEAD FEATURES SUCH AS: UTILITIES, 

    DRAINAGE STRUCTURES, DITCHES,UNDER DRAINS,DITCH BLOCKS,STORM WATER FACILITIES, DRAINAGE DISCHARGE 

    PATHS, TRAFFIC SIGNAGE AND LIGHTING. IF A CONFLICT EXISTS, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY THE FDOT 

    DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER PRIOR TO INSTALLATION. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT KNOWINGLY PLACE 

    IMPROVEMENTS IF A CONFLICT EXISTS. ANY COSTS TO REMOVE AND/OR REPAIR WORK THAT HAS NOT BEEN 

    APPROVED BY THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER SHALL BE AT THE CONTRACTOR’S EXPENSE.

 

7.  THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT BRING ANY HAZARDOUS MATERIALS ON TO THE PROJECT. SHOULD THE CONTRACTOR

    REQUIRE SUCH FOR PERFORMING THE CONTRACTED WORK, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REQUEST, IN WRITING, 

    PERMISSION FROM THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER AND THE DISTRICT CONTAMINATION IMPACTS 

    COORDINATOR (DCIC). THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT A MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEET (MSDS) FOR EACH 

    HAZARDOUS MATERIAL. STATE LAW DOES NOT CONSIDER PETROLEUM PRODUCTS THAT ARE PROPERLY 

    CONTAINERIZED AND INTENDED FOR EQUIPMENT USE AS A HAZARDOUS MATERIAL. 

 

    ANY KNOWN OR SUSPECTED HAZARDOUS MATERIAL FOUND ON THE PROJECT BY THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE 

    IMMEDIATELY REPORTED TO THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROTECT THE 

    AREA OF KNOWN OR SUSPECTED CONTAMINATION FROM FURTHER ACCESS. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT RETURN 

    TO THE AREA OF CONTAMINATION UNTIL APPROVAL IS PROVIDED BY THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER 

    AS ADVISED BY THE DCIC.

 

8.  SODDING IS NOT PROPOSED, BUT IF CONTRACTOR DAMAGES EXISTING TURF AREAS, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL 

    RESTORE DISTURBED AREAS WITH BAHIA SOD. ALL REPLACEMENT SOD SHALL COMPLY WITH FDOT SPECIFICATIONS. 

    BERMUDA REPLACEMENT SOD IS NOT PERMITTED.

 

9.  IF THE CONTRACTOR DAMAGES ANY EXISTING PLANT MATERIALS TO REMAIN, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REMOVE AND 

    REPLACE DAMAGED PLANT MATERIALS WITH EQUAL SIZE AND SPECIES PLANT MATERIAL AS APPROVED BY THE FDOT 

    DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER. DAMAGE TO MATURE EXISTING TREES SHALL BE CORRECTED AS DIRECTED BY THE 

    DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER.

 

10. LANDSCAPE IMPROVEMENTS SHALL BE INSTALLED ACCORDING TO FDOT DESIGN STANDARDS AND STANDARD 

    SPECIFICATIONS AND AS DESCRIBED IN PAY ITEM NOTES.

 

11. THE CONTRACTOR IS REMINDED OF SPECIFICATION 580-11 THAT REQUIRES A WARRANTY / MAINTENANCE BOND.

 

12. AN FDEP GENERIC PERMIT IS NOT REQUIRED FOR THIS PROJECT.

 

13. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE ALLOWED UP TO 90 DAYS, IF NECESSARY, TO PROCURE THE NECESSARY PLANT 

    SPECIES AND QUANTITIES FOR THE PROJECT.

14. CONTRACTOR TO PROVIDE TRAFFIC CONTROL DURING LANDSCAPE/IRRIGATION INSTALLATION PER FDOT REEQUIREMENTS

    AND MAINTAIN REFLECTIVE MARKERS IN ALL MEDIANS.

2.   CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY ALL EXISTING UTILITY OWNERS THROUGH SUNSHINE ONE 

     CALL OF FLORIDA, INC. (1-800-432-4770) TWO BUSINESS DAYS PRIOR TO 

     PLANTING. SHOULD A CONFLICT WITH UTILITIES BE FOUND, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL 

     NOTIFY THE FDOT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE MANAGER TO ADJUST PLANT MATERIALS TO 

     AVOID CONFLICTS PRIOR TO PLANTING.

 

3.   IF FIBER OPTICS/ITS DEVICES ARE DAMAGED DURING CONSTRUCTION, LINES MUST 

     BE REPLACED FROM HUB TO HUB OR CLOSEST SPLICER TO CLOSEST SPLICER.

     CONTACT FDOT,JOE STEWARD, AT 386-943-5323 FOR FIBER OPTIC AS BUILTS.

 

4.   A UTILITY REPRESENTATIVE SHALL BE PRESENT IF LANDSCAPING NEAR A UTILITY 

     REQUIRES ANY EXCAVATION GREATER THAN 36 INCHES DEPTH.
