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10. Allow CFCCP personnel access to site, records, and

employees for purpose of determining the
Contractor's compliance status.

11. Refrain from entering into contracts with
Contractors debarred from Federal contracts or
federally assisted construction contracts by the
Secretary of Labor.

Sanctions. (Federal Requirements)

In the event of non-compliance with the provisions of this
section, sanctions outlined in Section 303{b) of Executive
Order 11246 and 41 CFR 60-1.4 (b) may include one or all of
the following actions:

a. Cancellation, termination or suspension, in whole or in
part of the grant.

b. Refraining from extending any further assistance to the
project sponsor until satisfactory assurance of future
compliance has been received.

C . Referring of the case to the Department of Justice for
appropriate action.

Approyval of Additional Reguirements (Federal Requirement)

The National Park Service will not require or propose to
require the performance of duties in addition those set forth
in Executive Order 11246, as amended, its implementing
regulations, and the requirements of this chapter unless
written approval is obtained from the Department of Labor,
Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs.

Copies of the NOI and SWPPP must be provided
to state and local agencies who have issued stormwater management, grading, or land
alteration permits or approvals.

Acceptance of the bid to which this certification and disclosure applies in no way represents the
Owner or its Representative has evaluated and thereby determined that the information is
adequate to comply with the applicable U.S. EPA requirements nor does it in any way relieve
the contractor of its sole responsibility to comply with the applicable U.S. EPA requirements,
