Regular Meeting – December 2, 2008

MINUTES

Pursuant to notice, the regular meeting of the Affordable Housing Advisory Committee for the City of Tampa was held on December 2, 2008 at 2:00 pm at the Hillsborough County Children’s Board located at 1002 E. Palm Ave., Tampa, Fl.

Introductions were made by City Staff and committee members 

II.
Meeting Minutes (10/21/08 and 11/05/08)
Mr. LaColla called for the approval of minutes from the October 21, 2008 meeting, and the November 5, 2008 meeting since a quorum was not present at the time of the November meeting. Motion made, seconded and carried.    

III. Review Draft of AHAC Report 
Stuart Campbell from HCD presented a new draft of the Affordable Housing Advisory Committee Report that established recommendations for affordable housing incentives, and the review of policies and procedures.   As required by State statute, a draft of the report was posted for public view 15 days prior to the scheduled public hearing (November 15, 2008) on the City’s website and a notice published in the Tampa Tribune notifying the public of the report and the public hearing scheduled for December 2, 2008.  There were no public comments recorded prior to this meeting.
Mr. Lapides provided written edits to the document since he was absent from the November 5th meeting.  The committee reviewed each incentive as submitted and made suggestions for changes to wording and grammatical errors. All changes to be made by City Staff and submitted to Committee for a final review prior to the report being presented to City Council on December 18, 2008.  
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With no further discussion , Mr. LaColla opened the Public Hearing.

No members of the public were present to comment on the report, and no Committee members had any comments.  

Ms. Byrd made a motion to approve the report with the edits discussed and agreed upon.  Ms. Reyes seconded the motion.  With no further discussion, the motion carried with unanimous vote.

Close Public Hearing
Ms. Byrd made  a motion to close the public hearing.  Mr. Horvick seconded the motion.  With no further discussion, the motion carried with a unanimous vote.

IV. Council Meeting Requirements. 

The report will be presented to City Council on December 18 at their regular meeting.  City Staff will prepare a resolution for council to receive and file the report.  Once council receives the report, it must be sent to the State.  The report will be available for review on the city’s website.  AHAC members may attend the City Council meeting if the desire, but is not necessary.  Staff will notify committee members of the details, and provide the final report.  
V. Other Items for Discussion.
The Committee discussed the new Neighborhood Stabilization Program funding the City is set to receive in January from HUD.  Ms. Miller explained the program requirements and the plan that city staff is preparing. Target areas have been determined and the set-aside amount will be used for rental housing opportunities for social service providers.
Mr. Carpenter mentioned that over $100 million of NSP funding has been awarded with in a one hour radius of Tampa to purchase foreclosed properties.  He asked how the AHAC committee could assist or guide the city.  Ms. Miller explained that the committee is tasked with recommending strategies for SHIP funding and will not be involved in the NSP planning process.
