All existing fencing gates
are required to be modified by contractor for latching/self-closing requirements.

Item 4: Pool Sheet 13: General Clarification: Pool signage is required to meet Health
department requirements. Cross ventilation through the equipment louvers is adequate for
this installation. Provide one hose bib in the equipment building to meet code.
Dewatering/well pointing, as required during construction, is the responsibility of the
Contractor.

Item S: EPC Permit Clarification: See attached drainage “Exhibits 1, 2, and 3™ for information.

Item 6: Gas Connection Clarification: Add $5,000.00 allowance for gas connectivity.
Allowance use per 01020. Contractor to coordinate all activities of work.

Item 7: Insert the attached Federal Requirements into the bid documents after the EPC Permit
including: FED Table of Contents, Certificate of Eligibility, Federal Labor Standard
Provisions, Federal Checklist for Contractors, Executive Order 11246, Clean Air Act and
Clean Water Act, Section 3 Clause, Federal Non-Collusion & EEO Forms, Wage Rates
and Special Conditions to Federal Requirements.

This addendum shall be included in and attached to the inside cover of the Contract Documents by
and upon which bids are submitted.
