Ms. Winee, Vice President of the association opposed the request due to the nature to the
neighborhood. It will set the precedence.

Ms. Best, member of Civic Association said setting a precedence of the set back will create a look
as a townhouse not a garage. Stayed there is no hardship.

Mr. Michelini reminded that it is an existing set back. Petitioner would like to vest an existing set
back of the existing structure and construct “modest addition”.

Mr. Rahenkamp clarified—there is no opposition from Ms. Best to vest the existing yard set back
on the existing structure.

Mr. Weiss approved vesting of the existing structure and did not support the 2™ story addition.
Mr.Catalano-due to the unique lot configuration supported the request.
Mr. Rahenkamp-the owners should detected any problems before acquiring the property.

Ms. Wallrapp moved motion to approve on the vesting set back and denies other request. Mr.
Rahenkamp seconded. Motion carried 6-1 with Mr. Catalano nay.
