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ACCESSIBILITY
ADA Accessible sidewalks and restrooms 

 
Al Lopez Park has numerous ADA parking spots and access points 

to the playground, restrooms, and fitness trail. 
 

All of the fitness trail exercise equipment is ADA accessible. 
 

The park has outdoor ADA restroom facilities as well as ADA 
restrooms located inside the community center which is located 

on the property.  

Notes

The park will be very busy every day of the week.  The park 
features a certified 5K running trail and hosts races almost every 

weekend. The park is also used as a parking lot for USF and Tampa 
Bay Buccaneer football games. 

 
There are large shelters located near the playground, which can be 
reserved in advance through our online shelter reservation process. 

 
The Community Center is open daily from 8 am to 8 pm, 

excluding city holidays.
