Cotanchobee Fort Brooke Park has one playground located in the 

park. The playground has an ADA poured rubber surface. 
 

The park has outdoor ADA restroom facilities located within a few 
feet of the splash pad.

The park will be very busy on the weekend with community 

events and traffic from the Tampa Riverwalk. 
 

The Tampa Bay History Center is located at the East end of the 
park. 

 
The Tampa Riverwalk has a steady flow of traffic during the day, 

which will include runners, cyclist, Segways, dog walkers, and 
skateboarders.
