New Tampa Skate Pan* Rules & Regulations

1. All persons must provide to the City of Tampa a signed waver and consent
form prior to entering the Skate Park. Persons under the age of 17 must
have the waiver and consent form signed by their parent or legal guardian.

2. Helmets are required of all participants. Knee pads, elbow pads and wrist guards
are required for all users under the age of 17 and strongly encouraged for all users.

3. This Skate Park has been designed for all skill levels. Be courteous to other people
using the facility and all other park patrons. Recklessness will not be tolerated.
All skaters must use this facility responsibly to avoid injury to themselves or others.
The use of proper skater etiquette is expected at all times.

4. This park was designed for skateboarders and in-line skaters only. No bicycles,
scooters or motorized vehicles are allowed.

5. An adult must accompany skaters under the age of 10 at all times, but remain

outside the fence. Spectators are not permitted inside the park.

6. Inspect the surfaces before you ride them. Remove all trash, debris and objects
that may prevent a smooth, safe ride. Immediately report any damage to the Skate

Park surfaces to the Staff on duty.

7. Skating when wet, raining or during routine maintenance or repair is prohibited.

8. Graffiti in the Skate Park is illegal and will not be tolerated. Keep the park surfaces
clean as graffiti will close the park for paint removal.

9. No competitive or demonstration events are allowed without prior approval of the
City of Tampa Parks and Recreation Department.
10. The following items and activities are prohibited:
- Glass containers or chewing gum
_ Alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, and tobacco products
- Profanity or obscene language
- Horseplay or fighting
- Food or Drink in the skating area

- Personal music devices, radio, boom boxes
- Skate wax

11. Skate Park will be open during the posted hours. The City of Tampa reserves the
Yight to change the hours of operation as necessary and close the park in the
event of inclement weather, special events and any other reason deemed necessary
by the City of Tampa.

12. It is unlawful for any person, other than law enforcement officers or authorized
personnel, to go upon or remain in any City park at any time when closed to the

bublic. Failure of any person to leave after direction and request has been made shall
constitute a trespass which may result @) in arrest.
