WHEREAS, in recognition of Parental Alienation Awareness Day, a “Bubbles of
Love’ event will be held on Saturday, April 25, 2020, at noon in cities around the world, including
Canada and the United States, and in the city of Tampa, Florida, whereby participants will blow soap
bubbles in celebration of children.
